PRINTING
IN GREENLAND

Till quite recently very little has been known about
the subject of printing in Greenland. There has been
much confusion and misunderstanding but now all
these problems have been solved.

About a year ago the distinguished Copenhagen
printing house of F.E.Bording published Bogrrykker-
Aunsien i Granland (Printing in Greenland) a beauti-
fully produced volume.
~_This book was written by the former director of
the government of Greenland, Knud Oldendow, who
for more than thirty years was concerned with the
complicated and unsolved problems of printing in
Greenland.

The book, however, is printed in Danish and as
the interest abroad for arctic activity is still increasing,
the well-known publishing house Ejnar Munksgaard
International Booksellers and Publishers Ltd., Copen-
hagen and Davies Book Company Limited, Montreal,
now have published a short butinstructive description:
Printing in Greenland from 1855 to date.

Many readers may be surprised to learn that the
first real press was set up in the year 1837 in the
colony of Godthaab by the renowned Hinrich Rink,
Since then many interesting and beautiful books

__have been printed in the Greenland printing-house,

several of them illustrated by Greenland artists.
The book, Printing in Greenland, presents all the
men of importance for the art of printing in Green-
land and thus for the cultural development in that
country.
From the very beginning the mentioned Rink had
plans about publishing a periodical, a sort of news-

~ paper for the Greenlanders. This publication was

first published in January 1861 and got the name
Arwagagdiiutit, 'This periodical is still published in
Greenland and will be 100 years old on the 1st
of January 1961.

Primting in Greenland by Knud Oldendow is an
interesting little book, a good and exact summary of
more than xoco years of the development of art of
printing in Greenland. Without doubt it will show
to be of great value for foreign readers who take an
interest in arctic people and their culture.

To director Knud Oldendow, the only person with
sufficient insight and knowledge to deal with the
subject, we ought to be grateful for his work in this
matter and with this book which is no less than a
historical contribution of great value.
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
